Artwork:


Requirements:

· Artwork must be botanical in nature. Related wildlife, insects, habitat, etc., may be included but the botanical subject must be the primary focus of the piece.

· Artwork must be original, but need not be for sale. However, artwork for sale is preferred.
· Artwork need not be framed for this exhibit.
 
Selection:

· This exhibit is not juried.

· Please submit a jpeg image of each piece you intend to show along with your registration form. The jpeg image should be scaled to no more than 8 to 10 inches on the longest side, and be a minimum of 100 dpi, but not more than 300 dpi. Name the jpeg file with your name and the name of the plant subject e.g trent-tulip.jpg
· It should be possible to display all submitted artwork. In the event this is not possible, art will be selected according to the following guidelines:

· Priority will be given to artwork (paintings, drawings, and mixed media) that is for sale.
· We will always include at least one piece of art from each artist, but multiple submissions may have to be reduced.

· PNBA reserves the right to decline any work that does not meet the above standards.
COMMISSION & PAYMENT:

Since the exhibit is a fund-raiser for the Miller Library, a commission of 25% on all artwork sold will be paid to the library. Artists who make sales will be required to submit this payment within 30 days of the end of the exhibit. The commission is based on the price of the artwork before sales tax. All artists are responsible for paying, to WA state, the sales tax associated with the sale of their artwork. Artists will be notified what their 25% commission payment will be, and how it was calculated. All such payments will be collected and forwarded to the Miller Library in one check from PNBA.
PRICING: 
Include the sales tax in your price.

SALES & shipping:


· Artists will be responsible for selling and shipping their artwork. 
· Buyers will be required to contact PNBA (via the website) before being put in contact with the artist.
· Artists will be responsible for arranging drop-off or pickup of artwork if the sale is local and for collecting payment for their artwork. Payment can be by any method convenient for both parties. Acceptance of credit card payments can be arranged through Margaret Trent mgtpnba@mgtrent.com. There is a fee (3.5% +15 cents) associated with the use of the Square card reader. 
· If artwork has to be shipped the artist is encouraged to collect payment for both the art and the shipping prior to shipping. For the artist’s protection we recommend both insurance and delivery confirmation when shipping.
ART REGISTRATION FORM:

A Registration Form must be completed and received by March 11, 2021. The form can be e-mailed to Margaret Trent at mgtpnba@mgtrent.com along with jpegs of the submitted art.
